Logo Design


Designing a Logo

You need to design a logo for Pewsey Vale School.  It does not have to be too complicated, but something that gives a good impression.  Below are several very simple logos: 
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All of these were designed on MS Paint (See below).  This is the easiest way of designing a logo, but if you prefer, you could use the autoshapes on Word to design one (See below).  Notice that logos give an idea of the organisation they represent, for example the “Later Designs” one is much more florid because it is design related, where as the “Riser Technology” one is very formal – for a technological company.

Firstly you need to do some research.  Use the Internet to look at examples of other logos for similar organisations and also different ones to show the kinds of features discussed above.

You need to decide on the key elements that must go into your logo, for example:

· The name of the school

· A small picture that represents something to do with the school

When you have chosen these, you need to decide on the following:

· Colours (keep these consistent with your presentation and don’t use too many)

· Fonts (you should only need one for a logo, maybe two – make sure it is clear and appropriate for the type of gallery)

· Size and shape – a logo is usually very small, but can be different shapes.

· The audience of your logo:  are you looking to attract traditional landscape artists or a younger audience?

Once you have decided on all these you will need to create a rough draft of your logo on paper.  Make sure it shows the colours, fonts and shapes you will use, clearly labled.
Using MS Paint

1. To find MS Paint go to START>PROGRAMS>ACCESSORIES>PAINT.

2. Below is the toolbar you get on opening paint with labels to explain what everything does:
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Using MS Word
To access the drawing toolbar in word:

Go to “View”, then “Toolbars” and then “Drawing”.

You will now be able to see the following toolbar at the bottom of your screen:


From left to right:

1. “Draw” – this gives you various options such as rotating or flipping your drawing.

2. “Pointer”  - This will change your mouse pointer from text to selection which is easier to use when drawing.

3. “Rotate” – This allows you to rotate the item you are working on.

4. “Autoshapes” – Click on this button and you will get a set of different menus appear which have lots of preset shapes from smiley faces to squares and triangles.

5. “Line” – Just like in Paint, this allows you to draw a straight line.

6. “Arrow” – This works much like the Line tool, and allows you to draw an arrow.

7. “Square and circle” – Use these when you want to draw squares and circles.

8. “Text Box”  - If you wish to place some text in your design, you use one of these text boxes, it allows you to change the colour and fonts and sizes just as you are normally able to do.

9. “WordArt” – This option allows you to create some fancy lettering.  There are several built in preset designs, but experiment and change the colours, fonts etc to come up with something new and original.

10. “ClipArt” – This allows you to insert clipart.

11. The next three buttons allow you to change colours, firstly the “Fill” colour, then the “Line” colour and lastly the “Text” colour.  The “Fill” colour also allows you to use shading and patterns.

12. The next two buttons (the ones with lines on them) allow you to choose the width and type of line you want to draw.

13. “Shadow” – This button allows you to choose and edit a type of shadow to use on your picture.

14. The last button “3D” allows you to make the shape you are using 3D using different effects.

Just like in Paint, the best way to learn to use these options are by experimenting.

This is the eraser button, just use it like a pencil and get rid of the mistakes!





This allows you to draw irregular curved shapes.





These four buttons at the bottom are shapes, they give you options to fill and resize.  The one top right allows you to make irregular shapes.





This is the text tool, just click where you want to type, and then change the fonts and colours.  Beware: once you do something else, you can’t edit the text!





This is the paintbrush, there are several different shapes and sizes you can choose.  Use it like the pencil.





This is the zoom button: click on this button, and then the area you want to edit in detail.





This tool allows you to draw straight lines.  Click and drag to make the line.





This is the spray can, use it like the pencil.





This is the pencil… just go ahead and draw!





This is the fill button, use it to colour in a large area.  Pick your colour, then just click on it.





Next is the pippette tool which allows you to select a colour that you have used on your picture, simply click on the area with the colour you want to use and then choose the tool you want.





These two tools (selection) allow you to select an area you are working with.  The first allows you to select an irregular shaped area you choose with a pen, unlike the second which must be a rectangle/square.





The best way to learn MS Paint is to experiment with it.  The menus give you various interesting effects, such as stretching, flipping and rotating the image you have created.  Take a look under each menu and see what’s there.





To resize your image, go to “Image” and then click on “attributes”.  You can then change it into inches, centimetres or pixels and choose your size.
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
